SNZ Division Il Meet :

215t and 22" March 2026 Dunedin

In the third weekend of the March PCA took a team to
Dunedin for the SNZ DIV 2 competition. Victor Yu,
Maddy St Just, Jackson Crawford, Amokura Olsen and
Sofia Nguyen. To support this team, we sent two Team
Managers - Rose Crawford and Blair St Just. We
partnered up with Tawa Swim club by travelling together
and supporting each other at the pool. PCA provided the
team managers and Tawa the coach (Lachie).

It was a 5-day trip with most of the swimmers staying
together. There were 5 sessions across 3 days, with all
events being timed finals. This meant some very long
sessions for the team.

PCA had some wonderful results including 2 top 3
placings, both Silver We also had 10 other top 10 placing
in age groups races. With 60% of swims achieving a PB.
We also entered the 4x50 free open age group relay, the
team was Victor, Jackson, Amokura and Sofia, they
ended up placing 12th overall.

It was great to see the relationships between the
swimmers and across clubs grow over the week. A big
thanks Rose and Blair for supporting the team.

Gold Coast Woollahra Trophy Meet:

Coastland pool, 29 March 2026.

Twenty one swimmers from PCA took part in this meet
with Harrison Boyte, Charlotte King, Grace Xie and
Josiah van Zyl competing for the first time, while many
others tried new events.

Harrison Boyte, along with three swimmers from Tawa,
was lucky enough to have his name drawn out of the hat
to win one of the four $25.00 Swim Hub vouchers on
offer. It was also a lucky night for a Tawa timekeeper
who won the officials raffle of a $30 petrol voucher.
PCA won the Woollahara Trophy with 92 points just
ahead of Raumati with 89 points, Tawa was third and
Otaki Titans 4th.

The average of individual personal best times per
swimmer, contributed to these points along with the
results from the relays.

Relays were swum twice, once for teams to establish a
time and then as a handicap final. This format never fails
to be exciting and loud. PCA had four 12 and under
teams entered. In their final just 2.30 sec separated the
first 5 teams. PCA D team (Lane 1) was first, just .38
seconds ahead of PCA B they were followed by Raumati
A, Tawa B, Raumati B, Tawa A, PCA C and PCA A.

Individually there were some huge PB’s making it clear
some swimmers had not competed in that event for
some time. Those swimming PBs in excess of 15
seconds were Mathew Bleach 100 free, breast and back
and Luca McMaster in 100 back,

PCA Swimming Caps:
We have two types of caps for swimmers:

1. All new members (club and squad) are entitled to a
club cap on receipt of their first subscription payment.
Caps are replaced free of charge if they split, on
presentation of the damaged cap.

The cost of caps are $10 each if a swimmer requires
another cap.

It would not normally be expected that any swimmer
would need more than 1 or 2 caps each year.

Caps can be obtained from the sign-in desk at Monday
and Friday night club sessions (at Cannons Creek) or
the Team Manager at swim meets.

2. We also have a limited number of PCA Arena Race
caps for $25.00 each. These are designed for swimmers
who are racing at a high level. They are 3D soft caps
and are engineered for uniform compression and
hydrodynamic performance, streamlines the head and
hair into a smooth shape. These can be purchased
